The Lord’s Prayer: 
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One Purity Club activity, the Sword Drill, is a scripture-finding exercise. The participants stand in 
line and they are asked to find scriptures, responding to this call - “Thumbs to the backs of your 
Bibles, draw swords one two, find St. Matthew 5:48”, for example. 
 
In a matter of seconds, ten or less, participants attempt to find the scripture called. The first to 
locate it says, “I have it” stepping out of line quickly with their trigger (index) finger pointing to the 
verse called. The scorekeeper checks the scriptures and if found correctly, the individual gets 
one point. If a person announces that they have found the scripture called, and they actually 
have not, they lose a point. The person who successfully finds three scriptures first earns three 
points, and is the winner or champion of that particular round.  
 
At the end of each month all winners of the weekly sword drill rounds compete in a Champion of 
Champions round. The winner of that round becomes the monthly. “Champion of Champions” 
and receives a prize.   “Thumbs To The Backs Of Your Bibles, Draw Swords, ONE, TWO!”
